The Summit County Wildfire Council is announcing their 2008 Hazard Fuels Reduction Grant open application period.  The Summit County Board of County Commissioners, Colorado State Forest Service and House Bill 1130 money construct the pot of funding for these grants.  Roughly $250,000 is on the table for this round of grants. The focus of the additional funding is mitigating risk in Wildland Urban Interface areas.  Priority will be given to areas identified as High Risk in the Summit County Wildfire Protection Plan.  This funding is available and awarded through a competitive process with emphasis on hazard fuel reduction and forest health projects.  Projects will include removal of dead and down ground fuels, creating defensible space around homes or forest thinning projects.  The Wildfire Council will match up to 50% of the total project cost.  Volunteer hours and equipment costs may also be applied as part of the cost share.
